IN THE COUNCIL OF THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA

April 6, 1977

To permit patrons of restaurants and hotels to be served
alcoholic -beverages while standing up.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA,
That this act may be cited as the "Standing Up Service Act".
Sec. 2. (a) The fourth, fifth, and sixth sentences
of section l1l1l(g) of the District of Columbia Alcoholic
Beverage Control Act (D.C. Code, sec. 25-11l1(g)) are repealed.
(b) The féﬁrth, fifth, and sixth sentences of section
11 (h) of the District of Calumbia Alcohclic Beverage Control
Act (D.C. Code, sec. 25-111(h)) are repealed.
(c) Secticn 4.5 of the Alcoholic Beverage Control
Regulations (3 DCRR 4.5) is repealed.
Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately following
the period provided for Congressional review in section 602(c) (1)
of the Dist:icé of Columbia Self-~Government and Governmental

Reorganizétion Act.
