In the Council of the District of Columbia

June 15, 1976

To extend the authorization of appropriation for the provision of
legal defense to indigent persons in the District of
Columbia.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA,
That this act may be cited as the "Criminal Justice Act
Authorization Extension act".

Sec. 2. Section 11-2608 of the Act of September 3, 1974, 88
Stat. 1089 (D.C. Code, sec. 11-2608) is amended by striking
therefrom the words "for fiscal years 1975 and 1976".

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect at the end of the thirty
day period provided for Congressional review of acts of the
Council in section 602(c) of the District of Columbia Self-

Government and Governmental Reorganization Act.
