Section 602(c)(1) of the Act.

Congressional Review Period has expired, and therefore, cites this enactment as D.C.

Law 12-116, effective June 6, 1998.

(D.C. Law 11-155; D.C. Code § 26-1001 et seq,), is amended as follows:

(a) Section 2 (D.C. Code § 26-1001) is amended as follows: Section
(1) Paragraph (9) is amended to read as follows: 26-1ool

"(9) "Loan application" means the submission of a borrower’s financial
information in anticipation of a credit decision, whether written or computer-generated, relating
to a mortgage loan. If the submission does not state or identify a specific property, the
submission is an application for a pre-qualification and not an application for a mortgage loan.
The subsequent addition of an identified property to the submission converts the submission to
an application for a mortgage loan."

(2) Paragraph (11)(A)(i) is repealed.
(b) Section 3(1) (D.C. Code § 26-1002(1)) is amended to read as follows: Section

"(1) Any bank, trust company, savings bank, savings and loan association, or26-1002
credit union incorporated or chartered under the laws of the United States, any state or territory
of the United States, or the District, and any other financial institution incorporated or chartered
under the laws of the District or of the United States, that accepts deposits and is regulated
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under Title 26 of the District of Columbia Code, and subsidiaries and affiliates of such entities
which maintain their principal office or a branch office in the District of Columbia and in which
the lender, subsidiary, or affiliate is subject to the general supervision or regulation of, or subject
to audit or examination by, a regulatory body or agency of the United States, any state or
territory of the United States, or the District;"

"having" and inserting the word "maintaining" in its place wherever it appears.
