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To amend the Pedestrian Protection Amendment Act of 1987 to require adriver to bring his or
her vehicle to a stop and not traverse a crosswak when a pedestrian is crossing the
roadway; and to amend Title 18 of the District of Columbia Municipal Regulations to
increase the fines for pedestrian infractions.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA, That this
act may be cited as the “Pedestrian Protection Right-of-Way at Crosswalks Amendment Act of
2004".
Sec. 2. Section 2 of the Pedestrian Protection Amendment Act of 1987, effective 20128

October 9, 1987 (D. C. Law 7-34; D. C. Officia Code § 50-2201.28(a)), is amended to read as
follows:

(1) Subsection (@) is amended to read as follows:

“(a) When official traffic-control signals are not in place or not in operation, the
driver of avehicle shall stop and give the right-of-way to a pedestrian crossing the roadway
within any marked crosswalk or unmarked crosswalk at an intersection.”.

(2) Subsection (c) is amended by striking the word "yield" and inserting the
phrase "stop and give" inits place.

Sec. 3. Section 2603 of Title 18 of the District of Columbia Municipal Regulations is DCMR
amended to read as follows:
