Pursuant to Section 412 of the District of “olumbia Self-
Government and Governmental Reorganization Act, P, L. 93-138,
"the Act", the Council of the District of Columbia adopted Bil}
No. 7-321 on first and second readings, December &, 1987, and
January 5, 1988, respectively. Following the signatdre of the
Mayor on January 25, 1388, this legislation was assigned Act
7-134, published in the February 5, 1388, edition of the B.C.
Register, {Vol. 35 page 716) and transmitted to Congress on
January 28, 1988 for a 30-day review, in accordance with Sectian
602(c)il} of the Act.

The Council of the District of Columbia hereby gives notice
that the 30-day Congressional Review Period has expired, and
therefare, cites this enactmemt as J.(, Law 7-92, effective

March 16, 1988.

"(3) 7Tc be eligible for election to fublic
cffice, a write=in candlidate shall be a duly registereu
e¢lector and shall meet all cof the other gqualifications
reguired for clection to the office.".

challenged ballct. No earlier than 8 days and no later than
10 days after the date of any election held under this act,
the Board shall conduct a hearing on the petition of any
voter who cast & challenged ballot in the election to have
that voter's vote counted in the same manner as all other
ballcts cast in that election. The Board shall inform the
voter of the dates scheduled for the hearing in the written
notice of the voter's rights of appeal provided in
accordance with this subsection. In addition, on the 2nd
wWednesday following the election, the Board shall publish in
at least 1 ncewspaper of general circulatien the names of all
persons whose challenged ballots it has initially Zeternined
not to count.”.

This act shall take effect after a 30-day
period of Congressional review following approval by thoe
Mavor (or in the event of veto by the layor, action by the
Council cof the District of Columbia tc override the vueto),
as provided by section 602(c)(1l) of the bistrict of Columkia
Self-Government and Governmental Reorganization Act,
approved December 24, 1973 (B7 Stat. B813; D.C. Code, sec
1-233(c)(1}).
