TN THE COUNCTL OF THE DTSTRTCT OF COLUMBTA

MARCH 15, 1991

To amend, on a temporary bhasis, the Youth Rehabilitation
Amendment Act of 1985 to provide for a conviction to be
set aside for a committed youth offender who receives a
sentence of imprisonment of a year or less.

BE TT ENACTED BY THE COUNCTL OF THE DTSTRTCT OF COLUMBTA, Note, Section
That this act may be cited as the "Youth Rehabilitation 1-229
Amendment Act of 1985 Temporary Amendment Act of 1991".

Sec. 2. Section 7 of the Youth Rehabilitation Note, Section
Amendment Act of 1985, effective December 7, 1985 (D.C. Law 24-806
6~-69; D.C. Code, sec. 24-806), is amended to read as
follows:

"Sec. 7. (a) TUpon the unconditional discharge of a
committed youth offender before the expiration of the
maximum sentence imposed, the District of Columbia Board of
Parole shall automatically set aside the conviction.

"(b) T£f the maximum sentence of a committed youth
offender expires before unconditional discharge, the
District of Columbia Roard of Parole may, in its discretion,
set aside the conviction.

"(c) Tn any case in which the District of Columbia
Board of Parole sets aside the conviction of a committed
youth offender, the Roard shall issue to the youth offender
a certificate to that effect.

"(d) VWhere a youth offender has been placed on
probation by the court, the court may, in its discretion,
unconditionally discharge the youth offender from probation
before the end of the maximum period of probation previously
fixed by the court. The discharge shall automatically set
aside the conviction and the court shall issue to the youth
offender a certification to that effect.”.

Sec. 3. This act shall apply as of September 30, 1987,
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Sec. 4. (a) This act shall take effect after a 60-day
period of Congressional review following approval by the
Mayor (or in the event of veto by the Mayor, action by the
Council of the District of Columbia to override the veto) as
provided in section 602(c)(2) of the District of Columbia
Sel f-Covernment and Covernmental Reorganization Act,
approved December 24, 1973 (87 Stat. 813; D.C. Code, sec.
1-233(c) (1)), and publication in either the District of
Columbia PReaister, the District of Columbia
Statutes-at-Large, or the District of Columbia Municipal
Reqgulations.

(k) This act shall expire on the 225th day of its
having taken effect or upon the effective date of the Youth
Rehahilitation Amendment Act of 1985 Amendment Act of 1991,

whichever occurs first.
